only be accepted on proof of correct entry fees being deposited directly into Bank Account. 
The onus is on the competitor to ensure that entries have been received.

Entry Fees: R80 per horse/pony per class for ALL AFFILIATED CLASSES.(includes 

R4 KZNHS levy, R14.00 SANEF levy, portion of R600 per day Medics levy, & 14% Vat)
R60 per horse/pony per class for UNAFFILIATED CLASSES. Prizes -  Rosettes only  

Equipment Levy: R15 per horse/pony
Show Levy:              R65 per horse/pony for the duration of the show payable by ALL Competitors.
Stabling:            R90 per horse/pony per night (or day)
Temporary Membership:   R60 per competitor payable by ALL competitors who are NOT members of the DSC.

         N.B: Members to provide membership number on the entry form.
Programmes:            Competitors wishing to have a programme must include R15 with their entries. 
Showing No’s: Competitors MUST include an amount of R20 per horse/pony with their entries.  This amount 

is REFUNDABLE on return of your number. 
Prize Money: Minimum 40% of net Entry Fees overall for Affiliated classes.
Jury of Appeal: The KZNHS Rep. and two other qualified persons.
Catering: Will be available.
Equine Flu: Equine Flu Vaccination details are COMPULSORY for each horse entered.
NB:  GENERAL BREED REFERS TO ANY BREED THAT DO NOT NORMALLY COMPETE AT SHOWING 

SHOWS – I.E. BOERPERD, FRIESIAN, ARAB, SHIRE, APPALOOSA etc. 
The final time-table / programme will be dependant on number of entries received.  

Onus is on the competitor to check the website www.shongweniclub.co.za or www.kznhs.co.za from Wednesday 
29th January or check with Show Holder.  

Please Note:
1. The Show Committee, the KZNHS, DSC, Sponsors & officials are not responsible for any damage, loss or injury incurred by horses, 

competitors or spectators during the show.
2. The organizers reserve the right to cancel, combine or move classes to different days or arenas depending on entries received and 

weather conditions.  Classes may be limited, combined or divided at the organizers discretion.  
3. Classes with less than 3 entries will either be cancelled or combined where possible. 
4. All competitors in Affiliated Classes  must be in good standing of, and all horses must be registered with, a Regional body for 2009/10. 
5. Cruelty – Section 02 of the General Regulations, and Section 95 of the Veterinary Regulations will apply.
6. It is compulsory for all competitors to be in possession of a valid, fully completed SANEF Horse passport for every horse/pony entered.
7. Rider/owner must be in possession of a valid KZNHS approved height certificate. If entries warrant – classes may be divided on height.   
8. No late or telephonic entries will be accepted.  Faxed entries must be accompanied by the deposit slip stamped by the bank or proof of  

EFT. Entries out of order at the closing date will not be accepted. 
9. Substitution of rider and horse/pony, will be permitted provided the correct forms are signed & handed to the Show Secretary at least 

30mins before the start of the class. (As per SANEF Gen. Rule 01.15.0)
10. NO CROSS ENTRY BETWEEN NOVICE AND OPEN CLASSES FOR ANY HORSE/PONY. Check your status with KZNHS! Not the show holder. 
11. No cross entry allowed between Cub Hunter & Fox Hunter in the Working Hunter classes.  
12. Objections as per SANEF rule 03.0.0 to be made in writing & accompanied by R100.00 deposit.
13. Please note: Pony Riders/Juniors/Adults riding dual status will be accommodated as far as possible. Please check with Show Holder .
